Its mission is to assist in the process of reunification of families, by helping women build a strong foundation in which to become self-confident and self-sufficient. Tenisha Gant Watson is the Founder and CEO of Jordan CRC and may also join us as a speaker at the retreat.

If you are young at heart, you have probably heard of Bob the Tomato, Larry the Cucumber, Junior Asparagus and the 39 other fruits and vegetables that assume roles to tell Bible stories in the Veggie Tale franchise created by Phil Vicher and Mike Nawocki. The “tales” were created to teach Biblical values and truths. 





As I think about “The Lord of the Harvest”, I really don’t think of fields ripe with grain or gardens overflowing with produce (although God certainly gifts us with harvests of food).  Instead my mind is drawn to God’s Harvest of souls that has been won through the death and resurrection of His Son, Jesus Christ.  Through Word and Sacrament, the Holy Spirit gives a harvest of believers, filled with the fruits of  love, joy, peace, patience, kindness, goodness, faithfulness, gentleness, self-control (Galatians 5:22-23a).   AND that harvest dear friends is you and me!





While Scripture does speak of harvest as actual food, more often it speaks of the harvest in symbolic terms. Take for instance, Jesus’ words in Matthew 9:38:  “therefore pray earnestly to the Lord of the harvest to send out laborers into his harvest.” Later, Paul wrote in 1 Corinthians 3:6-7: “I planted, Apollos watered, but God gave the growth.  So neither he who plants nor he who waters is anything, but only God who gives the growth.”  





At Thanksgiving, we often use “Sing to the Lord of Harvest” (LBW 893) in our worship services.  But the true harvest lies in verse 3 –


Bring to this sacred altar the gifts his goodness gave,


the golden sheaves of harvest, the souls Christ died to save.


Your hearts lay down before him when at his feet you fall,


and with your lives adore him who gave his life for all.





Oh, the joy of being His harvest and being called to live lives of service to Him. The harvest is plentiful, may we as Women in Mission, heed His call with gladness.
